Among dozens of interesting and socially useful projects
that are being developed by scientists at Vasyl Stefanyk
Precarpathian National University, the international project
“Mountain School of the Ukrainian Carpathians: State,
Problems, Prospects of Development”, launched in 2006
by Professor V.D. Khrushch, takes the leading place. Under
conditions of globalization, this and similar projects contribute
to solving specific problems faced by local communities,
helping to prevent negative influences that offset the national
and ethnic identity of mountain populations.

About 600 comprehensive education institutions, in
which about 130 thousand students study received the
status of “mountain schools” in Ukraine. In addition to the
difficulties experienced by all the education sphere, these
educational institutions have their own specific problems
that can be observed in many other countries which
territories are occupied by mountains. That is why, the first
and only integrated project in Ukraine, aimed at studying the
influence of the mountain environment on the development,
training and education of schoolchildren, very quickly
attracted attention not only of researchers in Ukraine, but
also scientists from the United States, as well as Poland,
Slovakia, Romania and other European countries.

Numerous scientists’ researches of the Department of
Pedagogy of Primary Education have become the theoretical
basis for practical steps to improve educational process in
mountain schools, which are carried out at the state level.
Farsightedness and ability to determine the problem can
testify vital and scientific wisdom of the researchers.
